CAMP SHELBY ARMED FORCES MUSEUM TOUR - 0800 to 1500, Tuesday, 13 Oct 2009. This museum is
Mississippi’s only state operated museum dedicated exclusively to military history. The museum, now located in a
16000 square foot state of the art facility, houses over 15,000 artifacts, representing all branches of the military.
Unique exhibits and dioramas enable visitors to “walk through time” and experience the heroism and sacrifices of
our state’s soldiers, sailors, marines and airmen. The guided tour will take approximately 2 hours. 0800 Board
busses at Ramada Hotel. Cost: $25 per person includes transportation and lunch at the dining facility.
